Infortunately, in some
areas data from the 1980 census remain the only source of information,
Tables or charts based on these statistics are used here only where the
significance of the subject demands its inclusion; and the data still

possess relevancy.

Naturally, in a presentation of this nature, where the purpose is prin—
cipally survey, the effort is directed toward the broadest possible

spectrum of subjects and statistics. It is, of course, impossible to
include all subjects for which data can be obtained, or all varieties of
statistics on each subject.However, the Council believes that the tables
and charts in this ninth edition are representative of a substantial
portion of the data available on the New York Metropelitan Region. 1In
addition, sources for each chart and table provide users with a help-
ful tool for tracking down details which they may reguire.
