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Preface

This report presents the results of an April 1973 and April
1974 Bureau of Labor Statistics' survey of occupational earnings, work
practices, and supplementary benefits for employees of the municipal
government of New York, New York. Data were obtained by field econo-
mists of the Middle Atlantic Regional Office working with representatives
of the City government.

This study is one in a series of municipal government wage
surveys that have been conducted by the Bureau of Labor Statistics over
the past three years. Reports issued for cities in the Middle Atlantic
Region include New York, Buffalo, Newark, Rochester, and Jersey City.

A compiete list of these reports appears at the end of this report.

The results of these studies can be used by municipal govern-
ments in the administration of wage and salary programs, as a tool in
budget preparations, and in collective bargaining situations. Over
time, these data may be useful in analyzing wage levels and benefit
trends in this growing segment of the economy.
