This is in response to your request for the Corporation's
1979 legislative proposals.

The Corporation itself has no proposals for legislation at
this time. However, as you know, we expect shortly to enter
into various agreements to provide financing for the City of
New York during the next four vears. As those agreements
are 1lmplemented, there may be need for further legislation
with respect to either the City or the Corporaticon. One
condition to future inveolvement in the financing by the City
Pension Funds is an amendment to Chapter 890 of the Laws of
1875. I enclose a copy of a bill to accomplish this purpose,
which T understand has been negotiated between the Pension
Funds and the City. Purchases scheduled for February 1979
will be in jeopardy if the legislation is not enacted at an’
carlier date.

Should we learn that other legislation is required, either
in connection with the financing agreement or otherwise, we
will of course advise you promptly.

Specific reference should be made to any
related legislative proposals, administrative action, and
Gubernatorial statements or actions, made or undertaken during
the Carevy administration. ‘

Possible objections: Tncluding analysis and evaluation of the
objection.,

Other state agencies interested: Including the actual position
of any interested state agency, or a statement that a copy of the
bill has been [orwarded to the agency.

Known position of others: Identify those persons and groups who
will be affected by the bill, and the actual or possible position
of any such group.
