BARRY ASEN, an attorney duly admitted to practice
before the courts of the State of New York, hereby affirms
under penalties of perjury:

l. I am an assistant in the office of W, BLERNARD
RICHLAND, Corporation Counsel, and as such I am familiar
with the above-entitled action. I submit this Affirmation
in reply to plaintiff's Affidavit in Opposition to defen-
dants' Motion to Dismiss the Complaint.

2. Plaintiff states in his Memorandum of Law at

pp. 8~9:

" . . . police presence at fcreign

legations is largely ceremonial and
done as a courtesy to foreign govern-
ment."

This reasoning and conclusion pervades plaintiff's Affidavit

in Opposition as well.



3. There is absolutely no merit to this conten-
tion. As stated by defendant Police Commissioner CODD in
his Affidavit, the deployment of police personnel in the
areas surrounding the United Nations and foreign missions
is done to safeguard all inhabitants of this City and not
simply foreign diplomats.

4. It is stressed that police personnel are Lot
deployed at all foreign missions, but only those whereat
the Police Commissioner perceives the possibility of
danger, Thus, police officers are actually stationed
outside relatively few legations such as the Russian,
Israeli and various Arab missions.

5. Plaintiff's argument that the use of
police personnel is "largely ceremounial” and a “"courtesy
to foreign government" is undercut by such discriminaﬁory
deploymept of police personnel by the Commissioner.

6. The Court should also be aware that the
bill which would allow reimbursement of up to $3.5
million to those citigs which have more than twenty
foreign missions has been passed by Congress. The
bill is retroactive to July 1974. It is now on
President Ford's desk.

7. Defendants again stress that the task of
providing protection in those areas surrounding the

United Nations and certain foreign missions is required



police work and absent legislation that would enable
federal funds to cover this expense, the Police
Commissioner has no alternative but to use whatever
funds are available to the Police Department to provide

the necessary protection to this City and its inhabitants.

WHEREFORE, it is respectfully requested that
the preliminary injunction requested by plaintiff be
denied and that the Complaint be dismissed in its

entirety.
