&. No member or firm or association of which the member is a part, or

corporation, ten percent or more of the stock of which is owned or controlled

directly or indirectly by such member, shall sell any goods or services having a

value in excess of twenty-five dollars to the Commisgion uniess such goods or

gervices are provided pursuant to an award or coutract let efter publc notice

and competitive hidding.
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., No member sghall directly or indirectly, =zolicit, accept, or receive any
gift having a value of seventy-five dollars or more whether in the form of
money, service, loan, travel, entertainment, hospitality, thing or promise, or
in any other form whatsosver, under circumstances in which it could be
reasenably inferrved that the gift was intended to influence the member or could
reasonably be expecied to influence the member in the performance of his or »
her official duties on the Commission, or was intended as a reward for any

official action on the member's part.

c. No member, other than in the proper discharge of his or her official
duties on the Commission, or firm or association in which the member is a part,
shall receive, directly or indirectly, or enter into any agreement express or
implied fbr , any compensation, in whatever form, for the appearance or
rendition of services by himself or another in relation to any case, proceeding,

application or other matter before the Commission.

d, No member shell, within a period of two years after the termination
from the Commission, appear or practice before the Commission or receive any
compengation for any services rendered on behalf of any person, firm,

corporation, or association in relation fo any matter before the Commission.

e. No member, after termination from the Commission, ghall appear,
practice, communicate or otherwise render services bafore any State egency or
receive any compensation for services renderad on behalf of any person, firm,
corporation or other entity with respect 1o any casa, proceeding, application or

transaction in which such member was directly concerned and in which the
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member personally participated during the period of service or which was unden

the member's antive considaration.

f. Notwithstanding the above, no member 0?- the Commisaion ghould have
any interest, financial or otherwise, direct or indivect, or engage in any
business or transaction or professional actvity or incur any obligation of any'
nature which is in actual, potential, or apparent conflict with the proper
discharge of the memter's duties. The member shall be under an ongoing
obligation to displose any actual, polential, or apparent conflict of interest and

ghall take mppropriate siepe to eliminate or shate the conflict, including

recusal.

g. A member should perform the duties of his office impartially and
diligently. A member should avold eny ex parte communications concerning a
pending or impending matter and avold comment about such a matter outside the
member's official duties. A member should disqualify himself in any case,
proceeding, application, or any matter in which the member's impartiality might

he reasonably questiconed.
