Thank you for your letter of January 28, 1977.

We are reviewing your thoughtful and considered recommendations
relating to financial printing services for bond offerings
of the Corporation.

With respect to auditing, we appreciate the problems ‘which
you have in auditing lump-sum charges for such services.

In the past, we have requested that financial printers, in
billing the Corporation, prepare their invoices in consider-
able detail. Yet, such detail has proven unsatisfactory for
your purposes. Accordingly, we would like to have specific
guidance from your office as to the manner in which such
billings should be prepared in the future, in order to
facilitate the auditing process. If you would prepare a
checklist of desired information, or a model invoice, we
would furnish it to financial printers for their reference
in billing us for future work.

With respect to soliciting and obtaining financial printing
services, we agree with you that a bidding procedure does
not appear well suited to the needs of the Corporation,
given the severe time constraints and substantial revisions
inherent in our financing activities.
